1. Personal Pronouns: These represent people,

places or things. E.g. I, you, he, she, it, we, you, 
me, him, it, us, them.

2. Reflexive Pronouns: These refer back to an earlier 
noun or pronoun in a sentence. E.g. myself,
yourself, himself, herself, themselves.

3. Indefinite Pronouns: These don’t refer to any
specific person or thing but takes the place of 
nouns in a sentence. E.g. Somebody, anyone, 
someone, no one, all, another, each, few.
